This
touring exhibition invites people to find out more about the 15
Millennium Villages where people’s living standards are seeing
long-term changes for the better. The project characterises
Welthungerhilfe's work and illustrates its contribution to the
achievement of the Millennium Development Goals. The exhibition
is available free of charge and not only conveys the initiative but
also the eight UN Millennium Development Goals. Above all,
however, the exhibition presents the people in the villages, as well
as the partners in Germany, without whose support such activities
would not be possible. Pictures and films of the village communi-
ties, alongside maps and texts, convey vivid impressions and
provide essential information about the Millennium Villages.

The touring exhibition consists of individual modules and partitions
which can be combined in a variety of ways. The exhibition can
therefore be put on in almost any space, providing a versatile
backdrop for events such as workshops, podium discussions or
readings in public buildings or enterprises. The tour has already
been to Magdeburg, Hamburg and Berlin, and we would be happy
to receive suggestions for further exhibition spaces.
